This appliance is not intended for use by persons (including children) with reduced 
physical, sensory or mental capabilities, or lack of experience and knowledge unless they 
have been given supervision or instruction concerning the use of the appliance by a 
person responsible for their safety.
Children should be supervised to ensure that they do not play with the appliance.
Do not operate any appliance with a damaged cord or plug or after the appliance 
malfunctions, or has been dropped or damaged in any manner. If the power cord is 
damaged, it must be replaced by the Service Centre to avoid a hazard.
When using electrical appliances, basic safety precautions should always be followed to 
reduce the risk of �re, electric shock, and/or injury.
Unplug from the outlet when not in use and before cleaning.
Do not unplug the appliance by pulling on the cord.
Use the accessories from the appliance only, as other accessories not from the appliance 
may cause �re, electric shock or injury.
Please remove the protective �lm and stickers on the appliance before you �rst use.
Do not let cord hang over edge of table or counter or touch hot surfaces.
Always ensure that the power plug and socket remain dry. Avoid inserting or pulling the 
power plug with wet hands to prevent electric shock.
Do not place the appliance on or near hot gas, electric stoves, in heated ovens, or any 
�ammable materials.
Do not place any papers, plastics, or other �ammable items into the appliance to avoid �re 
hazards.
Extreme caution must be used when moving the appliance containing hot oil or other 
liquids.
Do not use the appliance for other than intended purpose.
Do not place the appliance against a wall or directly next to other appliances. Leave at 
least 10cm of free space around the appliance when in use.
Do not cover the air inlet or the outlet when the appliance is operating.
Avoid any liquid from entering the appliance to prevent electric shock or short-circuit.
Before using the product, ensure that the surface of the heating plate and bottom of the 
pot is clean.
The glass cover is fragile, please prevent it from colliding with hard objects or falling from a 
high place to avoid breakage and damage.
In case of dry burning due to water shortage, please unplug the power supply 
immediately and wait for appliance to cool down before operating again. Do not touch the 
heating parts with bare hands to prevent burns.
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Anytime when not using the appliance, turn the control knob to OFF position, and unplug 
from power supplier socket immediately.
Beware and careful when using the appliance to fry, as the heated oil is extremely hot.
Do not over�ll the pot of this appliance. It is recommended to �ll the pot no more than 2/3 
with food or water.
Do not switch on the appliance if there is no pot on the appliance, or if there is no water or 
food inside the pot placed in the appliance.
Do not use sharp cooking tools such as knife, metal spoon, fork, etc., to contact the pot.
Do not put the detachable pot of the appliance on other heating sources and do not place 
any container in the pot for heating, it may cause an explosion hazard.
Do not move the appliance when it is operating.
Do not put any items over the steam vent.
To avoid burns, do not touch the steam vent.
Do not allow the steam to contact your skin when opening the lid.
Before the appliance is fully cooled down, please hold the lid by the lid handle, and the pot 
by the handles. Do not touch the other parts that are hot which may scald your hand.
Incorrect use of the appliance may cause serious burns.
Do not use outdoors or for commercial purposes. This appliance is only meant for 
household/ residential use.
Before using the appliance, ensure that the surface of the heating base and the bottom of 
the detachable pot is clean.
When cleaning the appliance, please do not immerse the appliance into water. Water 
should not contact any exposed electrical area and must be dried at all times, especially 
before use.

Operating the appliance

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Remove all packaging materials.
Thoroughly clean the detachable pot, glass lid with some cleansing detergent and a 
non-abrasive sponge.
When using the appliance for the �rst time, it is recommended to boil the water 1-2 times 
and then discard it.
Fill water to the detachable pot no more than 2/3 of the pot.
Never immerse the appliance in water or any other liquid.

Place the detachable pot with the food ingredients on the heating base to ensure that it.
Connect the power cord into the appliance and ensure the control knob is at “OFF” position.
Plug in the power cord to the main supply and turn on the main supply.
Add water or food ingredients into the pot. Make sure the ingredients placed are no more 
than 2/3 of the pot.
Turn on the appliance by rotating the knob to “Low Heating Power” or “High Heating Power” 
to select the desired heating mode.
The indicator will light up in red when the power is set to "Low Heating Power" or "High 
Heating Power".
After water boiled, rotate the control knob to "Low Heating Power" to prevent over�ow.
After using the appliance, turn o� the appliance by rotating the knob to the left, back to 
“OFF” position.
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CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

Before cleaning the appliance, ensure that the control knob of the appliance is set to “OFF” 
and the power cord is unplugged from the main switch.
Once the detachable pot has been cooled down, remove the connecting end of the power 
cord that is connected to the appliance.
After use, the appliance must be completely cooled before cleaning.
Only the lid and the detachable pot can be washed in water with cleaning detergent.
Do not use strong washing products such as scrubbing powder, cleaning paste, etc., as it 
will damage the detachable pot.
Do not use any abrasive, scouring or metal sponge to clean the appliance.
Always use a gentle and soft sponge with some liquid detergent to wash the detachable 
pot. If dirt is stuck, �ll the pot with hot water with some dish-washing liquid and soak for 
approximately 10 minutes.
Do not immerse the heating base and power cord into water or other liquids for cleaning as 
this will damage the appliance and its electrical components.
Do not place the appliance in the dishwasher or dish dryer.
After every use, use a damp cloth to wipe the power cord and outer surface of the heating 
base. After wiping with a damp cloth, wipe it with a dry cloth to ensure it is thoroughly dry 
before keeping and storage.
